Directions to NH Department of Environmental Services, 29 Hazen Drive, Concord (all trainings): 

• From the South and West:  

� Take I-93 north to Exit 14 turning right at intersection.  

� At third light (at top of hill) turn left onto Hazen Drive.  

� Turn left at sign for Health & Human Services.  

� Visitor Parking is available in front of building.   

� Enter at the main entrance by the flag pole. 

 

• From the North:  

� Take I-93 south to Exit 15E onto I-393.  

� Take Exit 2 and turn left at end of exit ramp (East Side Drive).  

� Stay to the right and turn right at light onto Hazen Drive.  

� Turn right at sign for Health & Human Services.  

� Visitor Parking is available in front of building.  Enter at the main entrance by the flag pole. 

 

• From the East:  

� Take Route 4 west to Concord (Route 4 becomes I-393 in Concord).  

� Take Exit 2 and turn left at end of exit ramp.  

� Stay to the right and turn right at second light onto Hazen Drive.  

� Turn right at sign for Health & Human Services.  

� Visitor Parking is available in front of building.   

� Enter at the main entrance by the flag pole.
